Such business require that the assets and liabilities of SCPL are accounted at fair value in
the Financial Statements at acquisition date. During the current quarter, the Company has finalized the fair valuation of assets and liabilities which had been accounted

on a provisional basis in previous period. The determination of fair value has been carried out by the independent agency appointed by the Company.
